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CONSTITUTION  
 

 ARTICLE 1 – NAME 

     This organization shall be known as the Bryan Baptist Association, Incorporated, and shall be affiliated with the Baptist    
General Convention of Oklahoma and the Southern Baptist Convention in voluntary and cooperative relationship. 

  

ARTICLE I I  – PURPOSE 

     The purpose of this association will be to promote fellowship, cooperation in work, unity in faith, and to awaken and stimulate 
among the churches the greatest possible activity in evangelism, Christian education, and concert of action in carrying the whole 
Gospel to the whole world. 

 

 ARTICLE I I I  – STATEMENT OF FAITH 

     The Article of Faith of this association shall be the Baptist Faith and Message adopted by the Southern Baptist Convention in 
Kansas City, Missouri in 1963. 

 

 ARTICLE IV – MEMBERSHIP 

   The association shall be composed of messengers elected by regular cooperating churches which are in harmony with the desire 
to cooperate with the Association.  The messengers must be members of the cooperating churches. 

  Each church shall be entitled to three (3) messengers and one (1) additional messenger for each twenty five (25) resident mem-
bers.  No church, however, may elect more than ten (10) messengers. 

  Churches wishing to enter fellowship and cooperation with this Association shall present a Petitionary Letter and messengers to 
the Credentials Committee not later than ninety (90) days prior to the first day of the Annual Meeting.  If found orderly and ortho-
dox in respect to the constitution, the Articles of Faith and missionary activities, the church may be received into the fellowship of 
the Association by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the messengers present at an Annual Meeting. 

  

ARTICLE V – DIRECTOR OF MISSIONS 

   The Director of Missions shall lead the Association in accomplishing its purpose as stated in Article II under Bylaws. 
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Constitution Continued  

 ARTICLE VI – LEADERSHIP 

 

       The leadership of the Association shall consist of General Officers, Program Organization Leaders, Committees, and     
Denominational Representatives.  All associational leaders shall be members of a church cooperating with the Association.  
They shall be approved by the Executive Board prior to the Annual Meeting and elected at the Annual Meeting.  Vacancies 
in positions of leadership which occur during the year may be filled by the Executive Board. 

        All Associational leaders shall be accountable to the Association and responsible for fulfilling the purpose of the           
Association in their area of leadership. 

 SECTION I  – OFFICERS 

   The general officers of the Association shall be:  Moderator , Vice-Moderator , Clerk, and Treasurer . 

   It shall be the duty of the Moderator  to preside at all sessions of the Association and meetings of the Executive Board and          
Executive Committee, or request the Vice-Moderator to preside, and discharge such duties as are usually and normally incum-
bent on the president officers of deliberative bodies.  No person shall serve as Moderator more than two (2) consecutive years.   

  With like duties, the Vice- Moderator  shall serve in the absence of the Moderator. 

  The Clerk shall keep a record of the proceeding of the Annual Session and meetings of the Executive Board and Executive 
Committee and a regular file of the minutes and church letters of report, and shall report to the Annual Meeting.  He and the 
Director of Missions shall be responsible for publication of the minutes and their distribution to the churches.  The records shall 
always be available to the use of the Association.  At each meeting of the Executive Board, the Clerk shall have in hand and be 
prepared to read the minutes of the previous meeting, or at any other time as directed by the Board. 

  The Treasurer  shall be responsible for all Association funds and disburse the same as directed by the Association.  He shall 
present an itemized statement of all receipts and disbursements monthly to the Executive Board and shall make an annual report 
to the Association at the Annual Meeting. 

 SECTION I I  – ASSOCIATIONAL COUNCIL 

  The leadership of the Association shall include Program Organization Leaders who shall guide in the development of their 
respective ministries.  These leaders shall relate directly to the corresponding organizations in the churches, assisting them in 
the performance of their ministries.  These leaders shall report their work to the Annual Meeting. 

  These program Organization Leaders shall compose the Association Council.  The Director of Missions shall serve as chair-
man of this council and the Moderator serve as ex-officio member.  This council shall plan, coordinate, and evaluate the work of 
the Association as it pertains to their areas of ministry. 

 SECTION I I I  – COMMITTEES 

   The leadership of the Association shall include committees which shall perform their duties as described in the Bylaws.  Com-
mittee Chairmen shall be recommended by the Nominating Committee, approved by the Executive Board, and elected at the 
Annual Meeting.  The Director of Missions and Moderator shall serve as ex-officio members of all committees. 

 SECTIONAL IV – DENOMINATIONAL REPRESENTATIVES 

   The leadership of the Association shall include Denominational Representative as described in the Bylaws.  Each Representa-
tive shall serve as liaison between the  Association and the denomination unit he represents. 
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Constitution Continued  

ARTICLE VI I  – TRUSTEES 

 The Association shall have three Trustees with terms of Three years to serve on a rotating basis.  The trustee shall execute all 
legal documents of the Association as directed by the Association. 

 

 ARTICLE VII I  - EXECUTIVE BOARD 

 

  The Executive Board shall consist of the Moderator, Vice-Moderator, Clerk, Treasurer, and Director of Missions of the Associa-
tion and the Pastor and one (1) elected member from each church,  in cooperation with the Association.  If a church is without a 
pastor, the Interim Pastor or another board member may be elected by the church to serve until the new pastor is on the field.  The 
elected Board members shall be members of the church they represent. 

  The Executive Board shall supervise the work of the Association in accomplishing its purpose as stated in Article II.  It shall 
have executive jurisdiction over all matters of the Association between its Annual Meetings.  The Executive Board shall meet as 
often as necessary.  Special called meetings of the Executive Board shall meet as often as necessary.  Special called meetings of 
the Executive Board may be called by the Moderator.  Written notice must be sent to each Board member at least five (5) days 
prior to the called meeting.  Eleven (11) members shall constitute a quorum. 

  There shall be an Executive Committee of the Board, composed of Moderator, Vice-Moderator, Clerk, Treasurer, and Director 
of Missions.  This committee may attend to other matters as need may arise between Executive Board Meetings.  The Committee 
shall report its actions at the next regular meeting of the Board. 

 

 ARTICLE IX – ANNUAL MEETING 

 

    The Annual Meeting of the Association shall begin at a time to be determined by the Executive Board.  The cooperating 
churches shall send messengers to the Annual Meeting as set forth in Article IV.  Each church shall submit to the Asso-

ciational Clerk a letter of report immediately following the associational year. 

 

ARTICLE X - INDEBTEDNESS  

 

     No committee, institution or agency connected with the Bryan Baptist Association shall incur indebtedness without 
knowledge and consent of the Executive Board. 

 

 

 ARTICLE XI  – AMENDMENTS 

      This constitution may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the messengers present at an Annual Meeting.  The pro-
posed amendment must be submitted in writing at the Annual Meeting one (1) year before action may be taken. 
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 BYLAWS 

 ARTICLE I  – LEADERSHIP 

 

 SECTION I  - PROGRAM ORGANIZATION LEADERS 

      The Program Organization Leaders of the Association Shall be:  Brotherhood Director, Church Training Director, Con-
tinuing Education Director, Evangelism Director, Family Ministry Director, Music Director, Pastor/Staff Fellowship 
Leader, Stewardship Director, Sunday School Director, Woman’s Missionary Union Director, and Youth Director.  Each 
of these leaders may enlist a council to assist them in their work, Council members would be elected in the same way as 
other Associational leaders (see Constitution, Article VI, introduction). 

 SECTION I I  – COMMITTEES 

 Standing Committees 

Auditing – Review the financial records of the Association to assure that everything is proper and in order. 

Budget and Finance – Assist the Association in securing, administering, and reporting its finances and prepare and      
recommend an Associational budget. 

Associational Property – Oversee the use and maintenance of the Associational property including the Associational 
Office. 

Falls Creek – Oversee the use and maintenance of the Associational cabins at Falls Creek. 

Fellowship – Plan, conduct and evaluate Association-wide fellowships. 

History – Collect and maintain historical records pertaining to the Association and promote awareness and appreciation 
of the history of the Association. 

Missions – lead in the establishment of new mission churches and other mission work within the Association. 

Nominating – Lead in the coordination the selection of associational leaders other than paid staff. 

Annual Meeting Committees 

Credentials – Assist the Association in determining when churches can be properly accepted into the fellowship of the 
Association and recommend the seating of messengers at the Annual Meeting. 

Order  of Business – Assist the Association in planning and conducting the Annual Meeting and any called meetings of 
the Association. 

Resolutions – Receive and recommend resolutions for adoption by the Association. 

Time, Place, Preacher – Recommend to the Association the date and place for the next Annual Meeting and the person 
to deliver the annual sermon at that meeting. 

         Special Committees 

Special Committees may be appointed by the Executive Board as needed. 

 SECTION I I I  – DEMOMINATIONAL REPRESENTATIVES   

      The Association shall have Representative responsible for the following areas:  Annuity Board, Baptist Messenger, Baptist     
Foundation, Baptist Collegiate Ministry, Family Ministry Department, Cooperative Program, Historical Commission, Oklahoma 
Baptist University, Sooner Alcohol and Narcotics Education, and others which may be elected by the Executive Board as needed.

 ARTICLE I I  – DIRECTOR OF MISSIONS 

 

 The Director of Missions shall: 

 Assist the churches to fulfill their purpose by providing counseling, training, guidance, and other help as requested. 

Serve as pulpit supply, trainer, consultant, and resource person as requested by the churches. 

Serve as administrator of the Association with full authority to hire, supervise, and dismiss personnel employed by the            
Association. 

Manage the Associational Office so as to best serve the churches, establishing and maintaining regular office hours. 

Receive, record and administer all Associational funds in accordance with the annual budget, Associational policy, and proper 
accounting procedures. 

Oversee the use and upkeep of all Associational and equipment, including the office building and the Falls Creek Cabins. 

Promote good communications and public relations between the churches cooperating with the Association and between the   
Association and the Bryan County community. 

Lead in long-range, annual, and short-term planning for the Association. 

Lead in coordinating the work of the Association. 

Serve as an ex-officio member of all Associational committees. 

Maintain a knowledge of all aspects of church work as needed to assist the churches of the Association. 

Communicate regularly to the Executive Board and at the Annual Meeting on the state of the Association. 

Serve as an interface between the churches and the Baptist convention of Oklahoma and the Southern Baptist Convention. 

Be allowed four weeks per year for revivals, conferences, consultations, and such outside the Association and as many within the 
Association as time and schedule will allow. 

Arrange for one regular day off per week for personal activities, recreation, and relaxation. 

Receive two weeks of paid vacation per year and a third week after five years employment. 

 

ARTICLE I I I  – RULES OF ORDER 

      Robert’s Rules of Order (latest revised edition) shall be the rules of order for the governing bodies of the Association. 

 

ARTICLE IV – AMENDMENTS 

      These Bylaws may be amended by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of those messengers present at an Annual Meeting.

RESOLUTION NO. 5                                                                                                                                                 
ON THE FEDERAL JUDICIARY 
 
WHEREAS, Some federal judges have undermined and supplanted the United States system of limited govern-
ment by presuming to write and impose new laws upon America’s citizenry rather than interpreting law according to 
constitutional intent; and 
 
WHEREAS, This tendency by some unelected judges to legislate from the bench subverts the foundation of our 
democracy, “a government of the people, by the people, and for the people,” and moves the nation closer to being 
governed by an elite class, unaccountable to the American people; and 
 
WHEREAS, Some of the worst decisions put into law during the last half century have been handed down by fed-
eral judges who hold no valid constitutional or legislated authority to make such decrees; and 
 
WHEREAS, Examples of this judicial activism include, but are not limited to, the United States Supreme Court’s 
approval of abortion on demand in Roe v. Wade (1973) and its declaration that a popularly held moral disapproval 
of homosexual sodomy was insufficient grounds for laws prohibiting that behavior in Lawrence v. Texas (2003); and 
 
WHEREAS, Judges increasingly invoke foreign courts and foreign law as partial justification for their opinions, e.g., 
Atkins v. Virginia (2002); Lawrence v. Texas (2003); Goodridge v. Massachusetts (2003); and, most recently, Roper 
v. Simmons (2005); and 
 
WHEREAS, In recent years the president has appointed judges he believes are strict constructionists, who would 
interpret the Constitution rather than make law; and 
 
WHEREAS, The Constitution is clear regarding the nomination and confirmation process: “He (the president) shall 
nominate, and by and with the Advice and Consent of the Senate, shall appoint Ambassadors, other public Minis-
ters and Consuls, Judges of the Supreme Court and all other Officers of the United States” (U.S. Constitution, art. 
2, sec. 2); and 
 
WHEREAS, Many United States senators have recently defaulted on their explicit constitutional responsibility to 
vote as a body to confirm or deny the president’s appointees to various positions in the federal court system by fili-
bustering the confirmation of some of the president’s judicial nominees or by engaging in other acts of obstruction;

WHEREAS, It is likely that the president will have the opportunity to appoint one or more Supreme Court justices 
during the remainder of his term, setting off an intense battle unless fairness is restored to the judicial confirma-
tion process; now, therefore, be it 
 

RESOLVED, That the messengers to the Southern Baptist Convention meeting in Nashville, Tennessee, June 21-
22, 2005, call on the United States Senate to return to the constitutionally established principle and two-hundred-
year-old practice of basing “advice and consent” decisions on a simple majority vote of the Senate; and be it fur-
ther 
 

RESOLVED, That we call upon all future presidents to nominate strict constructionist judges who will interpret 
rather than make law; and be it further 
 

RESOLVED, That we call upon Southern Baptists and all members of the Body of Christ to provide their United 
States senators with verbal and written encouragement to stop the obstruction of judicial nominees; and be it fi-
nally  

RESOLVED, That we commend Tennessee Senator Bill First for courageously standing in the gap in his position 
as Senate majority leader, defending the appointment of fair and impartial judges to the federal bench and insist-
ing upon their right to a vote of confirmation by the full Senate.

WHEREAS, Human beings are created in the image of God (Genesis 1:26-27); and 
 
WHEREAS, Being created in the image of God endows humans with great dignity and inestimable worth; and 
 
WHEREAS, More than four hundred thousand Americans die every year from tobacco-caused diseases; and 
 
WHEREAS, Every day in our nation, five thousand children under the age of eighteen, including adolescents of 
childbearing age, smoke their first cigarette; and 
 
WHEREAS, Every day in our nation, two thousand children become regular daily smokers, one-third of whom will 
die prematurely as a result of tobacco-caused diseases; and 
 
WHEREAS, Approximately one out of five pregnant teenagers passes the risks of smoking on to her baby directly 
or through exposure to secondhand smoke; and 
 
WHEREAS, Preventing and reducing smoking and other tobacco use among teenagers and other children re-
quires a strong commitment from a broad, diverse range of organizations and individuals concerned about our 
nation’s youth and public health; and 
cigarettes, smokeless tobacco, and other tobacco products through tax increases; now, therefore, be it 
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    RESOLVED, That the messengers to the Southern Baptist Convention meeting in Nashville, Tennessee, June 
21-22, 2005, commit to add our efforts to those of such national organizations as the American Cancer Society, 
American Heart Association, Campaign for Tobacco-Free Kids, and the American Lung Association to work to 
reduce tobacco use, especially among teens; and be it further 
�
RESOLVED, That we encourage our churches to redouble their efforts to educate our youth about the dangers 
of tobacco use; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we applaud those jurisdictions that have helped reduce teen smoking with substantial tax 
increases on tobacco products; and be it finally 
 
RESOLVED, That we commit ourselves to seek ways, through personal efforts and coalitions, to become more 
involved in our communities and states to prevent and reduce smoking and other tobacco use, especially 
among teens.

ON STEM CELL RESEARCH 
 
WHEREAS, The Bible teaches that all human life is sacred (Genesis 1:26-27); and 
 
WHEREAS, Humans have a sacred trust to care for the most vulnerable among us (Matthew 25:31-46); and 
 
WHEREAS, Current trends in stem cell research promise great benefit to some and threaten great peril to oth-
ers; and 
 
WHEREAS, Stem cell research using non-embryonic stem cells offers tremendous hope for millions of people 
and has already produced many successful results in humans, such as relieving the symptoms of juvenile dia-
betes, reversing Parkinson’s disease symptoms, regenerating heart tissue, and restoring feeling and mobility to 
people with spinal cord injuries; and 
 
WHEREAS, Embryonic stem cell research currently requires the destruction of human embryos; and 
 
WHEREAS, Embryo-destructive research has not produced any positive results or cures; and 
 
WHEREAS, Even if it does, it is never morally acceptable to prey on some humans to benefit others; and 
 
WHEREAS, We do not believe that the issue of world competition in embryo-destructive research justifies our 
nation’s entry into this barbaric activity; and 
 
WHEREAS, The United States House of Representatives has voted to provide federal funding for human-
destructive research on embryos being stored at fertility clinics; and 
 
WHEREAS, The United States Senate is preparing to vote on this issue; now, therefore, be it 
 
RESOLVED, That the messengers to the Southern Baptist Convention meeting in Nashville, Tennessee, June 
21-22, 2005, wholeheartedly support efforts to find cures and therapies for human maladies that respect the 
sanctity of all human life; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we strongly support stem cell research that does not require the destruction of human em-
bryos or put them at risk in obtaining human stem cells; and be it further 
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RESOLVED, That we deplore embryo-destructive research, since it kills human beings in their earliest stages of 
development; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we express our deep disappointment in those members of the United States House of Repre-
sentatives who voted in favor of embryo-destructive research for their abject failure to protect the lives of these 
innocent human beings; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we commend those members of the United States House of Representatives who voted 
against embryo-destructive research for their courageous stand on behalf of these voiceless human beings; and 
be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we urge the United States Senate to reject any legislation that calls for embryo-destructive 
research, regardless of the origin of the embryos, beyond the cell lines which are currently approved for feder-
ally funded research; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we commend the president for his commitment to veto any bills that call for federal funding of 
embryo-destructive research beyond the cell lines he has already approved; and be it finally 
 
RESOLVED, That we encourage Southern Baptists to consider ways they can become involved in life-affirming 
activities, including adopting embryos being stored at fertility clinics.

RESOLUTION NO. 9                                                                                                                                                 
ON EXERCISING RELIGIOUS FREEDOM AND FREEDOM OF SPEECH 
 
WHEREAS, The United States Constitution guarantees freedom of religious expression for all citizens; and 
 
WHEREAS, Freedom of speech is a cherished liberty which our Baptist forebears defended at great personal sacri-
fice; and 
 
WHEREAS, Freedom of speech includes protection of political speech, including speech pertaining to social and 
religious values; and 
 
WHEREAS, Southern Baptists and other evangelical voters exercised their freedom of speech and their religious 
freedom during the 2004 general elections to help encourage and implement biblical values in American culture; 
and 
 
WHEREAS, Christians have a responsibility to use their freedoms in such ways as defending traditional marriage, 
protecting the sanctity of human life, and combating the propagation of immoral behavior and deviant lifestyles; and 
 
WHEREAS, Churches and pastors have a responsibility to bring the gospel to bear on every aspect of culture at 
the local, state, and national levels by understanding the legal means of applying biblical values to social and politi-
cal issues; and 
 
WHEREAS, The law permits a pastor to individually endorse candidates for political office so long as it is clear that 
he is speaking on his behalf only and not on behalf of the church; and 
 
WHEREAS, By law, churches may engage in non-partisan voter-identification, voter-registration, voter-education, 
and get-out-the-vote activities so long as such activities are not directed at the supporters of any particular candi-
date or political party; and 
 
WHEREAS, A church may distribute voter guides regarding a candidate’s position on a wide range of issues or 
scorecards reporting on the voting records of incumbents, provided the church does not describe a candidate’s po-
sition or voting record as consistent or inconsistent with the church’s position on a given issue; and 
 
WHEREAS, A church may allow political candidates to speak on church premises, provided all candidates are in-
vited and given equal opportunity to speak; and 
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WHEREAS, Church facilities may be used by political candidates on the same basis as civic groups; and 
 
WHEREAS, While a church cannot establish a political action committee, pastors and other like-minded individuals 
may establish a political action committee separate from the church, provided they do not use the assets of the 
church; now, therefore, be it 
 
RESOLVED, That the messengers to the Southern Baptist Convention meeting in Nashville, Tennessee, June 21-
22, 2005, urge Christians to advocate political and social values consistent with biblical teachings and to vigorously 
oppose any attempts to abridge the free speech and religious rights of any American citizen or group; and be it fur-
ther 
 
RESOLVED, That we commend The Southern Baptist Ethics & Religious Liberty Commission, including their ivote-
values campaign, as well as other like-minded evangelical organizations for their support of biblical values in the 
public arena; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we will vote only for candidates and policies at all levels of government that will protect our reli-
gious freedoms and advocate traditional Judeo-Christian values; and be it further 
 
RESOLVED, That we urge churches and pastors to understand and exercise their right and responsibility to stand 
for biblical values and to influence the culture; and be it finally 
 
RESOLVED, That we call upon Southern Baptists to pray for our nation and its leaders and to use their freedom of 
speech and religious liberty to further the cause of Christ in the public arena.

Missionary Baptist Association.  At the meeting of the Association at Madill, August 20-September 1, 1927, several 
churches in Marshall and Johnston Counties united with Bryan County Association, and the name was changed to 
Bryan Missionary Baptist Association.

Jail Ministry

 In the time since the Bryan Baptist Association Jail Ministry has been instituted, approximately 110 bibles have 
been distributed. There have been fifteen overt decisions for Christ. There are 2 bible study and prayer groups 
within the jail pods. Ministry has been extended to jailers as well as inmates. One jailer’s mother was in Four Sea-
sons Nursing Home, dying from kidney failure. We visited her on three occasions and she considered me her 
chaplain. When she passed away, her daughter asked me to officiate at the funeral, which I did. 

At this time there are two inmates who have made decisions for Christ and at our advising are attempting to get 
accepted into drug court. We have prayed about it and if they are accepted, we will open our home to them until 
they are able to take care of themselves. We already refer to them as our daughters. 

As chaplain, I try to be in the auxiliary jail for three hours in the morning and three hours in the main jail in the af-
ternoon, Monday through Friday. On the second and fourth Saturday of each month, we volunteer to conduct visi-
tations between the inmates and their families, so the jailers can concentrate on their duties. When the jailers are 
busy, I log and distribute the mail. On Sundays Anna ministers to the women and I minister to the men. We al-
ways bring candy with us on Sunday. The inmates really look forward to our coming.  

We are looking for help in procuring a TV/DVD combo so we can go into each of the pods once a week and show 
Christian movies and movies with clean content. This would be a great diversion for the inmates and therefore a 
relief from pressure for the jailers.

 First, let me thank all of you at Bryan Baptist Association for your support this past year.  Barbara and I have only 
been at the Helm since July and we took over operations the first of August.  Therefore, the larger part of this report 
is a paraphrase of the previous directors’ Annual Report to the Lake Texoma Baptist Resort Ministries Board of Di-
rectors of which Bryan Baptist Association is a member. 

 We have been very pleased with your support thus far and are very excited to be here.  We have completed much 
of the remodeling, which was almost completed when we arrived and have cleaned up a lot of the scrap material 
piles resulting from the remodeling.  We have also set up an office in The Helm where we can both work.  We are 
accessible by phone and e-mail 24/7 and can be reached by e-mail or phone whether we are in the office or on the 
road.  We are looking forward to working with all of you for many years. 

 Lake Texoma Baptist Resort Ministry experienced another successful year of mission service to children, youth 
and adults at or near the lake.  Summer missionary activities consisted of day camp programs: four groups partici-
pated in Vacation Bible School; four groups assisted the Families Feeding Families ministry and witnessed during 
their evening meals; one group helped construct a building at the Baptist Home for Girls; and one team had a land 
clearing project.  Nine Baptist churches provided us with twelve Youth Missionary teams, four Campers on Mission 
adult teams, and one youth and adult construction team.  There were at least 308 day-camp contacts with children 
and 16 professions of faith during the June and July season of 2005.  The facilities were used extensively during 
the off-season but could be used a lot more. 

 We have extensive plans to increase the Day Camp usage from the 50% usage during 2005 to 100% usage in 
2006.  This should not be difficult based on what we have seen thus far.  We also plan to make several small 
changes during the off-season that will enhance its usage during that time and thus generate some needed reve-
nue to help it support more of its primary mission.

Disaster Relief Team

The Disaster Relief Team began the year by attending some planned events just to let people know who we are, 

to show our trailer and how it is set up, and to interest others in volunteering. The first six months of the year were 

spent in this manner. Then hurricane season set in.  

Since we did not get to go help with hurricane Ivan last fall, we were the first in line to go this year. The BBA feed-

ing unit team, along with members of other southeast zone teams, took the state’s 18-wheeler unit July 10th to 

spend a week in Atmore, Alabama providing meals to the victims of hurricane Dennis.  

For some members, it was the first time to go with the state unit. The BBA team had the most participants, 10 out 

of a total of 23. We also had the oldest and youngest members. The oldest member was 84 and the youngest 

was 16. 

When we arrived the city was without electricity, so there was no air conditioning for a few days. We slept on cots 

in the Atmore Baptist church fellowship hall. We had no showers the first day. A Disaster Relief team from Mis-

souri came with a shower trailer. Now, that was Disaster RELIEF! 

The southeast zone was the only feeding team sent to Atmore. We got to set up the big state unit when we got 

there and we got to take it down when we left. It is kind of unusual to get to do both. Overall it was a good learning 

experience for the guys. 

The BBA also has team members that belong to the chainsaw crew. They went to help clear the tremendous 

amount of fallen trees. People are always amazed to learn that these men will clear the damage away, no matter 

how severe, for free.

Then Katrina hit. So many feeding teams were going to Louisiana that our rotation time came around pretty quickly. 

We were scheduled to go on September 26th but the government began bringing victims from the storm out of Lou-

isiana to other places. Our schedule was altered and we were sent to Falls Creek where we teamed up with the 

LeFlore Baptist Association DR team to prepare for the evacuees arrival there. We spent a week at Falls Creek 

feeding hundreds of volunteers but no evacuees. We took our associational trailer and worked in conjunction with 

the LeFlore Association and their trailer. Another new experience for all of us. 

Several of our team member Chaplains went to Falls Creek prepared to minister to the victim©s spiritual and emo-

tional needs. We returned home when the decision was made to shut down the Falls Creek operation. 

Some of our team member Chaplains and Chainsaw crew went to Louisiana after Hurricane Katrina. Several of the 

men actually went more than once as part of the Chainsaw clean up operation.  

A few days after returning from Falls Creek, the feeding unit was sent to Camp Gruber which is in Braggs, Okla-

homa to help feed several hundred Hurricane Katrina evacuees. We fed the people from Louisiana, many Red 

Cross volunteers, and other helpers. After a week there, the San Bois Association DR team replaced the BBA and 

LeFlore teams so we could prepare to help in the area hit by Hurricane Rita. After several days of being on alert we 

were notified that teams from other states were already in the area and would be used there.  

At this writing, some team members are on their way back to Camp Gruber to help feed until that operation is shut 

down during the week of October 2nd.  

Also at this writing, the feeding unit team has been placed back into rotation to go to Louisiana October 15th. This 

will be to help in the ongoing recovery from Hurricane Katrina. 

During this year:  

We have acquired about 250 square feet of storage area for food and supplies at the BBA office and peo-

ple have generously supplied food and other articles to stock the warehouse for use locally.  

Emergency Agencies provided us with a convection oven for our trailer due to our participation at Falls 

Creek. This will greatly increase our ability to feed victims of local disasters. We were also provided with 

two new tents and a galvanized steel table.  

Many organizations and individuals stepped forward to offer financial contributions to the hurricane Katrina 

relief effort. These contributions were greatly needed and appreciated. The Disaster Relief team expresses 

many thanks to all those who contributed to the Hurricane Katrina fund.  

Many people have come forward to volunteer to join the DR men©s ministry. Because of the magnitude of 

hurricane Katrina©s damage we are currently accepting volunteers for on-the-job-training which is not usu-

ally done.

In April of 2005, with the recommendation of the BGCO state director, John Strappazon, the BBA BCM committee, 
elected to call Brandon Brister to be the director of the Baptist Collegiate Ministries at Southeastern Oklahoma 
State University.  It was noted at that time that Brandon would begin his duties as the director July 1st, upon com-
pletion of his responsibilities as the Youth Minister at First Baptist Church in Durant.                                                   
In July, Brandon invited Drew Beard to serve as his Assistant in the ministry at Southeastern.  Drew’s salary is paid 
by the BGCO through the local budget of Southeastern.                                                                                          
Together, Brandon and Drew spent much of July and early August, renovating the BCM for the 2005-2006 school 
year.  The building renovation included, new carpeting of the offices and meeting area upstairs.  Fresh paint 
throughout the building; a new tile landing in the main entry;  the construction of a new, larger stage; improving the 
sound system with a new amplifier and larger speakers; the addition of two 27” televisions on wall mounts for the 
multi-media presentations in the meeting room; the addition of new furniture downstairs, including 3 sofas, 2 love-
seats, several occasional tables, and a large bar-height table for six; we also purchased a new 65” big screen tele-
vision to be used downstairs; the TV room was converted to a classroom able to hold 25-30 people; and a televi-
sion was added in the game room.  A lot of work went into this remodel, but we are finding that these adjustments 
and additions have made the building much more functional for ministry with the students here at Southeastern. 
Our focus for this year at the BCM is…”Investing in LIVES.”  LIVES is an acrostic that stands for Helping Stu-
dents…Love God…Invest in Others…Value Biblical Living…Equipping them to reach their peers…Send them out 
to reach their world.  Everything we do at the BCM must fit in one of these purposes.  We have structured our 
schedule this year to build this ministry based on these Biblical Principles.                                                            
Each week we offer several opportunities for students to get involved.  On Monday nights, we have open doors for 
students to come and fellowship around some burgers and hotlinks and Monday Night Football.  Our goal is to de-
velop relationships with students that would never darken our door otherwise.  We are seeing a good response as 
we are averaging 54 each week, and for many of them this “felt-needs” ministry is the only contact they have with 
the BCM.  Monday night football fits our priorities in the areas of Investing in Others and Equipping them to reach 
their peers.  On Tuesday Nights, we have Servant Leaders Discipleship Group.  Our focus for this ministry is to 
build a ministry team of leaders who are in leadership for the glory of God and the expansion of his Kingdom.  We 
are currently studying the leadership style of Jesus and are using J. Oswald Sanders book Spiritual Leadership as 
our guiding text.  Soon I will be teaching these students the principles of Luke 10 ministry evangelism with the plans 
of mobilizing them in the Spring semester to invest in the lives of “men and women of peace” around them.  This fits 
all aspects of our priorities.  We have about 22 committed to this training. On Wednesdays we are blessed to serve 
Noonday meals to students through the generous support of the BBA churches.  We are able to invest in the lives 
of 160-200 students, faculty, and staff each week through this ministry.  This is an important part of us having a 
good name on campus…bringing God glory.  On Thursday nights we have done a few new things with our weekly 
worship/celebration service called CrossRoads.  This year we have a full worship band, comprised of 5 students.  
They are doing a great job bringing a great new dynamic to our services.  We have also chosen to bring some con-
tinuity to the message times this year.  Rather than having guest speakers each week, I speak two weeks a month, 
Drew Beard speaks once, and we have a guest speaker once a month.  We average around 70 for CrossRoads but 
have had a high of 90.  I believe this ministry will grow as we follow the Lord’s direction.  CrossRoads is our main 
opportunity to teach students the value of biblical living and give them an opportunity to express their love to God 
through musical worship…of course, valuing biblical living and Loving God are lifestyle experiences, and as such 
Drew and I try to walk alongside students as they go through life each day.                                                                   
We are in the planning stages of a Spring Break Mission Trip, possibly to New Orleans or maybe Venezuela.  We 
will also be mobilizing students for summer missions next summer as the school year progresses.

SPONSORS – Each church must provide at least one adult sponsor for every seven children and at least one 
sponsor of each sex attending their church. 

SPONSOR’S MEETING – There will be a sponsor’s meeting at the Associational office at least two weeks before 
the associational weeks of camp.  Each church attending that week should have at least one sponsor at that meet-
ing. 

YOUNGER CHILDREN – If a sponsor needs to bring a younger child, it must be approved by the Director of Mis-
sions or Falls Creek Committee. 

CARS – Only the minimum number of vehicles needed for transportation to Falls Creek should be brought.  No 
youth may bring a car without special permission of the Director of Mission or Falls Creek Committee. 

COMBINING CHURCHES – Any non-associational church wishing to go with an associational church and persons 
from outside the association who wish to attend a camp must be approved by the Director of Mission or Falls Creek 
Committee. 

ACCIDENTS – Our Association is not responsible for any accidents or illness which might occur.  Campers are 
covered by Falls Creek insurance. 

CABIN LEADERSHIP – A cabin pastor and a cabin director will be elected for each week at the sponsor’s meet-
ing.  The cabin director will be responsible for the physical aspects of the cabin. The cabin pastor will be responsi-
ble for pastoral needs and ultimately be in charge of the cabin.  He can delegate responsibilities to others. 

FALLS CREEK RULES – These policies and the rules and regulation of the Falls Creek Baptist Conference Cen-
ter will be obeyed at all times by all campers, including sponsors. 

BEHAVIOR – All campers are expected to show respect for and obey all adults and to behave in a Christian man-
ner at all times. 

K.P. (KITCHEN PATROL) AND CABIN CARE – All campers are to do their part to take good care of our cabin 
and its contents, to keep it neat and orderly, and to serve their turn of K.P.  Beds or mattresses should not be 
moved without permission of the Cabin Director. 

ATTENDANCE – All campers are to attend all worship services, classes, cabin devotionals, and meals, unless ex-
cused by their sponsor due to illness. 

KITCHEN – The kitchen is off-limits to campers unless invited by the cooks.  Each week of the associational weeks 
a head cook and assistant cook will be provided. 

GUESTS – If a camper is expecting guests to eat a meal in our cabin, notify the Cabin Director and obtain permis-
sion at least two hours in advance.  Campers from other cabins will be charged for their meals.  Parents and other 
visiting church members will not be charged. 

BEDTIME – Lights out will not be later than 11:30 p.m.  After that time all campers are to remain quiet and in their 
own bed. 

RADIOS, ETC. – No electronic music playing devices, such as radios, televisions, tape players, CD players, MP3 
players, or headphone stereo players may be brought to Falls Creek.

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DISCIPLINE – Any interpretation of rules and regulations and any disciplinary action needed will be determined by 
the Cabin Pastor, Cabin Director, Director of Missions, or their representative. 

CHECK OUT – the cabin must be left as clean as when it was entered.  Trash and lost and found items must 
be removed, dishes, eating utensils, cooking utensils must be washed and put in the correct place.  Make sure all 
lights are out, appliances are turned off (including air conditioners) and doors are shut and locked.  You will be pro-
vided a check out sheet by the Association office and it must be filled out and returned.  If your church doesn’t 
abide by this rule, the church will be billed for the cost of cleaning the cabin.
