Disaster Relief Feeding Unit 
I had the privilege of traveling to Shreveport Louisiana 
with a group of about 60 people participating in a new 
program being developed by the Oklahoma Emergency 
Management (OEM) Agency. Five other Disaster Relief 
(DR) people from the BGCO office went along. The         
remainder of the crew were OEM people as well as law 
enforcement personnel. The Shreveport fair grounds will 
become a shelter for any evacuees from the next hurricane. The program is to 
prevent the confusion and problems that arose during the evacuation of New 
Orleans during Hurricane Katrina. Many evacuees were brought to Oklahoma 
during that time. 
We DR people were there to be made familiar with the overall plans, to scope 
out the planned arrangements for the feeding unit, and to identify any additional 
requirements. The southeast zone DR group, of which BBA is a part, will be   
conducting the feeding of the evacuees using our Associational trailers. 
This program will change some of our methods of responding to hurricanes but 
our job will remain the same. Our members are well trained and able to adapt 
quickly. They’re flexible! Our trailer has been used during local events but now 
has the potential of being used to the maximum with a possibility of as many            
as 2,000 meals being prepared three times a day.  
We appreciate the support we get from our associational churches and                       
individuals. It appears we will have ample opportunity to rely upon that support 
since the weather forecasters are saying that the oil leak in the gulf could cause 
a severe hurricane season. 
I visited Calvary Baptist Church Saturday, June 19 during their men’s breakfast 
to speak about Disaster Relief. We have a great need for more members in the 
feeding unit.  
DR has a training session coming up October 9, 2010 at First Baptist Durant. 
Please be in prayer and careful consideration about becoming a member of            
Disaster Relief’s feeding unit. The rewards are many, not monetary, but you will 
be blessed by the opportunity to serve others in a time of crisis in their lives by 
being an example of the love Jesus demonstrated when he fed the multitudes. 
No special skill is required. As long as you have a willing heart you can be of 
great help.�
